a & aS leVelS
This is the traditional Level 3 
route to university, and also highly 
regarded by employers. There is a 
wide range of subjects to choose 
from, as we offer over thirty 
subjects at A and AS level.  An AS 
level takes one year and is a stand 
alone qualifi cation; to complete 
the full A level takes two years. 
Students usually begin with four 
AS choices in their fi rst year and 
go on to complete three subjects 
in the second year, leaving with 
three complete A levels and one  
AS level. 

To study A levels you need to 
achieve at least fi ve grade Cs, 
or above, at GCSE, in at least 
three subjects. Some A levels 
may require specifi c grades being 
attained at GCSE, but this will be 
discussed with you at interview. 

To give you the widest possible 
range of options, you should aim 
to achieve a C grade or better in 
English and Mathematics.

CaCHe leVel 3
This qualifi cation from the 
Council for Awards in Children’s 
Care & Education, is a two year, 
Level 3 course, equivalent to three 
A levels.  It has been designed as 
a specialist course with extensive 
practical work for those who 
want to work in childcare. For this 
course you will need to achieve 
four grade Cs or above at GCSE 
and at least a grade C in English.

bTeC leVel 3
These practical, vocational courses 
often lead to training or work in a 
particular occupational area. They 
are usually equivalent to three 
A levels. You learn by completing 
projects and assignments that 
are based on realistic workplace 
situations, activities and demands 
rather than being assessed by 
formal exams. Students taking 
these courses may progress to 
university or to employment.

To study BTEC Level 3 you need 
to achieve at least four grade Cs 
or above at GCSE in at least 
three subjects. Some courses 
require a grade C in a certain 
subject. College staff will advise 
you of any particular requirements 
when they meet you.
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GCSES
To complement your main 
programme of study and complete 
your timetable we also offer a 
range of core GCSE courses, in 
English, Maths and Science. 

BTEC LEVEL 2
BTEC Level 2 Diplomas are 
practical, job-related courses 
equivalent to four GCSEs. They 
are designed to give you all the 
skills and knowledge you need to 
be able to kick-start your career 
in just one year. These nationally 
recognised Diplomas are valued 
by employers and offer students 
a clear route to further college 
courses or into employment. 
BTEC Level 2 Certificates are 
similar to Diplomas in style, but 
they are equivalent to two GCSEs. 
To study a BTEC Level 2 Diploma 
or Certificate you should have 
achieved mainly Ds and Es at 
GCSE, including a minimum of two 
grade Ds. 

You’ll only need to choose one 
of these courses as your main 
programme of study, but you may 
also be able to study a GCSE 
course alongside.

A Level

Business studies
BTEC Level 3 Business provides 
a fascinating, practical insight into 
a fast paced career area. During 
the two years of your course, you 
will learn how businesses work 
and how they make important 
decisions that could affect their 
future success.

Taught by specialist staff and 
industry experts, you will have 
the chance to explore subject 
areas such as marketing, human 
resources and production. You 
will demonstrate your knowledge 

and skills by completing a variety 
of projects, including developing 
a marketing campaign and taking 
part in a role play to show good 
examples of customer service.

The skills that you develop and

BTEC Level 3
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A Level French is designed to 
reinforce the language learned 
at GCSE and then broaden your 
vocabulary and knowledge of 
grammar to enable you to use 
the language in a more mature 
context.  

Alongside your study of the 
French language, you will gain an 
awareness of what is happening in 
the French speaking world today, 
including French contemporary 
society, cultural background and 
heritage.

A Level

This exciting new course will 
give you the opportunity to think 
about one of the most fascinating 
questions of all: how do people 
make a living and why are some 
people wealthier than others?

Studying Economics helps you 
to develop lots of valuable 
skills in areas such as research, 
analysing data and information, 
and communicating your ideas 
effectively.

A Level
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This course is designed to build 
upon what you have learnt 
at GCSE, and broaden your 
vocabulary and knowledge of 
grammar to enable you to use the 
language in a more fluent manner.

This popular and practical 
course will give you the skills 
and knowledge needed to start 
a career in the travel industry, or 
embark on a related degree. 

Your learning will be enhanced by 
valuable input from local industry 
experts and visits to travel and 
tourism facilities such as hotels, 
museums, theme parks and visitor 

centres. You will explore in depth 
areas such as European travel 
destinations, customer service, 
visitor attractions and special 
interest tourism.

English Literature and English Language are both 
well-respected and popular subjects.  Staff combine 
new technology, like iPads, with traditional teaching 
methods to give the subject a modern edge.

engliSH
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If you have an interest in all 
aspects of spoken and written 
language, and enjoy both creative 
and analytical writing, then 
this course could be for you. 
English Language is an analytical 
subject and provides useful 
communication skills. This means 
it will help you with all your other 
subjects and is highly regarded by 
universities and employers.
You will learn to analyse all types 

of language and will focus on 
spoken language, how it works 
and how to write transcripts. 

You will get opportunities to 
demonstrate your own expertise 
in writing and take part in field 
trips to support your technical 
writing skills. You will study how 
language makes meaning and how 
it has changed and is changing 
across time. 

A Level
English Language

English Literature
On this course you learn to 
analyse literary texts in different 
ways.  You will be required to read 
novels, plays and poetry and look 
at the theme of tragedy, gothic or 
pastoral. In the first year you will 
look at aspects of tragedy in two 
different plays and part of this can 
be a re-creative piece (filling in the 
gaps in a story or re-telling the 
story from a different standpoint). 
The second year involves some 
independent reading and gives you 
the chance to study some literary 
theory and then apply it to the 
books you have chosen.

English Literature is analytical 
and provides very useful 
communication skills. It is the 
traditional English A level accepted 
by all universities and is highly 
respected by employers. Our 
specialist staff have a wide range 
of knowledge about literature and 
love sharing their enthusiasm for 
reading. 

Studying English provides you with 
transferable skills which helps with 
your other subjects and promotes 
independent learning essential for 
your future success.

A Level
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If you enjoyed all aspects 
of English at school and are 
undecided on what to choose, 
then the combined option will be 
your best choice. Unlike taking 
the two disciplines separately, this 
combines the best of both to give 
a varied and interesting course. 

You will have a chance to study 
a variety of novels and plays, and 
focus on not only literary and 
linguistic devices and form, but 
how speech and context affects 
plays and genres of text. We will 
ask you to write in a variety 
of styles and will focus on the 
written craft of the authors you 

are studying. In the second year, 
you will look at a Shakespeare 
play in detail, do an in depth study 
on journalism throughout the 
last 50 years and concentrate on 
comparing seen and unseen texts. 
There will also be opportunities 
to extend your creative writing 
skills and focus clearly on style 
and form.

Well-respected by universities and 
employers, this course is taught 
by a team of specialist English 
teachers who love their subject 
and make it enjoyable to study.

English GCSE is one of the most 
important basic qualifications you 
can have. Most employers and 
training courses set it as part of 
their entry requirements so it 
is definitely worth working hard 
to improve your grade.

In this internationally recognised 
course, you will be able to develop 
your academic and practical skills 
to become competent at working 
with young children and their 
families in a range of settings.

You will learn about child 
development, how to promote 
healthy environments and the 
need to keep children safe. 
The course will focus on the 
importance of play and learning 
within the curriculum and how to 
support children in your care. 

Other essential considerations 
that form part of the course 
include how the practitioner can 
develop children’s communication 
and literacy skills, as well as how 
to promote understanding related 
to nutrition and healthy foods.
